Town of Mt. Pleasant
Monthly Board Meeting Minutes
Monday, February 15, 2016

The monthly board meeting for the town of Mt. Pleasant in Green County was held on Monday, February 15, 2016, at the Monticello Village Hall.  Those members present were Chairman Mike Gengler (via teleconference) and Second Supervisor Roger Brugger.  Also present were Treasurer Marlis Silver, Clerk Joni Waelchli-Buehl, Patrolman Bob Zurfluh, and Plan Commission member Hans Sulzer. First Supervisor Ed Riese was absent.

The meeting was called to order by Mike Gengler at 7:30 p.m.

A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Mike Gengler to approve the minutes of the January 2016 Town Board Meeting. The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Mike Gengler to approve the treasurer’s report as presented by Marlis Silver. The motion carried by unanimous voice.

Mike Gengler has placed an ad in the paper advertising the treasurer position, which will be vacant after April 19.  The ad will run for two weeks.

A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Mike Gengler to approve payment of the bills as presented by the clerk, with one exception.  The Rural Insurance check will be held until Mike Gengler verifies with the agent that all charges are correct.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Mike Gengler to give approval to a driveway requested by Gene Trumpy.  The approval is to do preliminary excavation and have placement approved by Mike Fenley, building inspector for Mt. Pleasant Township. The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Mike Gengler to give approval to a driveway requested by J. Anthony Homes on behalf of the Unterholzner family.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

A driveway request was presented by Roger Brugger for John Ruf.  The request was tabled until the March board meeting.

A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Mike Gengler to table the resolution proposed in January by Wisconsin United to Amend until the March meeting.   The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.


A motion was made by Roger Brugger to table making any more decisions on the Town of Mt. Pleasant garage project.  Mike Gengler did not second, so the motion did not pass.

Mike Gengler opened the meeting to public comment. The electors present stated that they were in favor of waiting to make any decision on the Monticello Ford building until work on the street adjacent to the building is complete. 

A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Mike Gengler to approve the transfer of a portion of Monroe Street to the Village of Monticello via quit claim deed. The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

Bob Zurfluh gave the patrolman’s report.  The patrolmen have been cutting brush and plowing snow.   The township will rent a hot-patcher to fill in potholes. The 2002 truck will need new tires this year.  Bob noted that the trucks need washing and the board members were in agreement with this.  The John Deere tractor was taken to Jelle Repair for repair work.  Mike Gengler stated that Bob would need to be present at the March 14 Plan Commission Meeting.

Roger Brugger gave the Fire District report.  The department is buying new helmets for the firemen and is purchasing a brush truck with department funds.  They discussed dropping New Glarus EMS due to cost. 

Joni Waelchli-Buehl requested permission to recruit three more poll workers.  With the new voting laws in place, the November election could be challenging for three people.  This was OK’d by the board.

[bookmark: _GoBack]An illegal driveway on Ringhand Road was reported by Green County Zoning.  Mike Gengler sent a letter to the residents informing them of the need to request a driveway permit.

Ordinance 03-21-2011 will need to be renewed, changing the bank name to Greenwoods State Bank.
This was tabled until the March 2016 meeting.

 Roger Brugger made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:35 pm.  Mike Gengler seconded the motion and the motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
