Monthly Board Meeting Minutes
Monday, October 17, 2016

The monthly board meeting for the Town of Mt. Pleasant in Green County was held on Monday, October 17, 2016, at the Monticello Village Hall.  Those members present were Chairman Mike Gengler and First Supervisor Bryon Feller.  Also present were Town Clerk Joni Waelchli-Buehl, Treasurer Marie Bittner, and Patrolman Bryce Pence. 

The meeting was called to order by Mike Gengler at 8:49 p.m.

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Mike Gengler to approve the minutes of the September Monthly Board Meeting and September Joint Board and Plan Commission.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Mike Gengler to approve the treasurer’s report as presented by Marie Bittner. The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Mike Gengler to approve payment of bills as presented by the clerk. The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

Mike Gengler presented a check covering the cost of road repairs to Purintun Road which had been billed to John Anderson. 

Mike Gengler updated those present on the town Recycling Ordinance and changes that need to be made to continue to receive DNR recycling grants.

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Mike Gengler to offer testing of private wells through the UW Extension.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Mike Gengler to accept the order with 
Statement of changes and certificate of substantial completion of the Silver Road TRIP project.

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Mike Gengler to obtain an estimate from Dave Disch for shouldering of Silver Road.

Green County Hiway has done some ditching and will do more as time allows this fall.  GC Hiway has also been contacted to mill bumps on Cemetery Road and the bridge on Silver Road and to do brush trimming.   The town trucks and other equipment has been taken in for repairs.  A new salter was ordered through Monroe Truck equipment.  Fall road work and preparation for winter is underway.

There was no public comment.

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Mike Gengler to set the time and date for the Budget Hearing and Town Meeting for Monday, November 14, 2016, starting at 7:00pm and running consecutively. The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

Mike Gengler gave a report on the October Fire Board Meeting.  

The board discussed problems action to be taken with driveways on Dutch Hollow and Witt roads.

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Mike Gengler to approve the new three-year contract for services of the New Glarus EMS, after removal of the section concerning indemnification.

Mike Gengler noted that the Wisconsin Towns Association bulletin advertises used plow trucks for sale.  

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Mike Gengler to increase compensation to the Plan Commission members to $25.00 per meeting.

 The items to be added to November agenda:   liquor license for Silver Lewis factory, review and update recycling ordinance and what to do with dumpsters.  

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Mike Gengler to adjourn the meeting at 10:05p..m. The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
