Town of Mt. Pleasant
Monthly Board Meeting Minutes
Tuesday, April 19, 2016

The monthly board meeting for the town of Mt. Pleasant in Green County was held on Tuesday, April 19, 2016, at the Monticello Village Hall.  Those members present were Chairman Mike Gengler, First Supervisor Bryon Feller, and Second Supervisor Roger Brugger.  Also present were Town Clerk Joni Waelchli-Buehl, Treasurer Marie Bittner, and Patrolman Bob Zurfluh. 

The meeting was called to order by Mike Gengler at 7:32 p.m.

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Roger Brugger to approve the minutes of the March Monthly Board Meeting and of the Special Board Meeting held on April 11, 2016.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

Marie Bittner was introduced as the new town treasurer and Bryon Feller was introduced as the First Supervisor.  Both new members recited the Oath of Office as directed by Joni Waelchli-Buehl.

A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Bryon Feller to approve the treasurer’s report as presented by Marie Bittner. The motion carried by unanimous voice.

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Roger Brugger to appoint Joni Waelchli-Buehl as clerk of Town of Mt. Pleasant for a three-year term. The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Roger Brugger to appoint Joni Waelchli-Buehl to Board of Review. The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

Joni Waelchli-Buehl recommended the appointment of two new election officials, Marilyn Witt and Nancy Karlen, to the board.  A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Bryon Feller to approve the appointments.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

The board discussed increasing pay for election officials from $7.50 per hour to $10.00 per hour.  Roger Brugger and Bryon Feller abstained from making a motion because both have family members serving as election officials.  Chairman Mike Gengler approved the pay increase to $10.00 per hour, noting that there was no opposition to the change.

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Roger Brugger to approve payment of the bills, with one exception, as presented by the clerk. A bill from Mike Fenley, building inspector, was held back pending clarification. The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

The board recommended that a representative from Wisconsin United to Amend be invited to present at the May board meeting.  

A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Bryon Feller to approve the land division presented by Kim Buehl and Kris Hasse on behalf of Robert Buehl. The division had been approved by the Plan Commission at the April meeting. The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

Mike Gengler reviewed the status of the town garage project.  The Monticello Ford Garage is no longer being considered.  The Klassy and Brugger building sites are the options at the present time.  The next step is to take the garage project to a town meeting for approval.  The town would chose a site and decide on building details.  It may be possible for the meeting to be held before the November Annual Meeting.  The Plan Commission has chosen a building.  The township has $50,000. set aside for the building project.  

A representative from the New Glarus EMS gave a short update on their staff and services.  Presently the Town of Mt. Pleasant is served by New Glarus EMS, Green County EMS, and Albany EMS.

The board discussed the status of bond for the new treasurer.  The treasurer’s bond would cover for tax collection.  Since Green County Treasurer will be collecting taxes for Town of Mt. Pleasant, there is no need for this bond. 

Mike Gengler will contact the building inspector, Mike Fenley, to discuss updates to the driveway permit procedure that is posted on the town website.  The process does not need to be changed, but information needs to be clarified.

A decision was made to post warning signs at the recycling depot.  Signs will state that the site is for Mt. Pleasant residents only and that the site is secured by a camera.  

Open Book will be held Saturday, April 30 from 8:00am to noon and Board of Review scheduled for Tuesday, May 17 from 8:00am to 10:00am.  The Monticello Village Hall has been reserved for both events.

The search for a new voting place is ongoing.  Mike will contact the Zwingli church to see if that is an option.  There will be a formal report at the May board meeting.

Bob Zurfluh gave the Patrolman’s Report.  Salt has been removed and Dave Disch is going to purchase the remainder.  The students at Monticello School have volunteered to clean up the Truax Cemetery as community service.  The plows are off.  The township will need a new salter by winter and the 2002 truck needs four new tires.  The board OK’d the purchase of a leaf blower to be used to clean out potholes before they are filled. 

The road tour will be held Tuesday, April 26, starting at 8:00am at the town garage.

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Roger Brugger to approve the adoption of the resolution proposed by Green County EMS to provide service to a part of Town of Mt. Pleasant. The motion carried by unanimous voice.

Mike Gengler attended Green County Government Day in Monroe.  One topic covered at the meeting was the switch from using salt on slippery roads to a salt brine.  The township does not have a good way to handle the pre-wetted salt, so it is not a good option at this time.  

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded that the bank resolution, stating that Greenwoods State Bank is the township bank of choice, be revised to state that Marie Bittner is now the treasurer of Town of Mt. Pleasant. The motion carried by unanimous voice.

Jacob Marty made a request to the board that he be allowed to place a fence in the road right-of- way.  Roger Brugger noted that if an existing fence was modified it would need to be placed off of the right-of-way.  The discussion ended without a motion or a second.

A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Bryon Feller to adjourn the monthly meeting at 9:23p.m.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
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
