Town of Mt. Pleasant
Monthly Board Meeting Minutes
Monday, June 20, 2016

The monthly board meeting for the Town of Mt. Pleasant in Green County was held on Monday, June 20, 2016, at the Monticello Village Hall.  Those members present were Chairman Mike Gengler, First Supervisor Bryon Feller, and Second Supervisor Roger Brugger.  Also present were Town Clerk Joni Waelchli-Buehl, and Patrolman Bob Zurfluh. Treasurer Marie Bittner was absent.

The meeting was called to order by Mike Gengler at 7:30 p.m.

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Roger Brugger to approve the minutes of the May Monthly Board Meeting and of the May 17th Board of Review.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Bryon Feller to hold approval of the treasurer’s report until the July board meeting. The motion carried by unanimous voice.

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Roger Brugger to approve the bid documents submitted by Vierbicher for the Silver Road TRIP project, subject to changing the location for opening bids to the Village Hall.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Roger Brugger to approve payment of bills as presented by the clerk. The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

The board discussed possibly buying a security camera to be used to monitor the recycling dumpsters.  Bryon Feller will look into the cost of various systems and report back to the board.

A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Bryon Feller to change the start time for Town of Mt. Pleasant monthly board meetings to 7:00p.m.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote. 

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Roger Brugger to approve the following road projects in 2016:  paver patch and seal coat Gutzmer Road from Sulzer Road to north corner (cost shared with Town of Washington), paver patch and seal coat Rechsteiner Road from the town line to Purintun Road, and to paver patch bridges on Sulzer Road and Gilbertson Road.  The motion also included amending the 2016 budget to use $35,000 from the town fund balance for the approved road projects.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  

Mike Gengler reviewed the status of the town garage project and gave a report on the Plan Commission meeting held on Monday, June 13, 2016.
There was no public comment.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The clerk will post notices of the voting site change at the physical posting sites and on the website for the August election, in addition to an ad in the Post Messenger Recorder.  Mike Gengler discussed the possible need to send out letters to landowners about the garage project, financing of road projects, and possibly increasing the levy limit for 2017.  

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Roger Brugger to purchase the Ascent Tax and Ascent Pet Licensing Programs through the Green County Treasurer’s office.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

The clerk received a survey from the Wisconsin Towns Association to be submitted by July 1.  

A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Bryon Feller to renew the assessor’s contract with Craig Galhouse for 2017, with no changes.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Roger Brugger to approve the Memorandum of Understanding with the Zwingli church to use their room for a polling place.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

Bob Zurfluh gave the Patrolman Report. The board approved his request to purchase a horse sign for Trumpy Road.  The patrolmen have been filling potholes, mowing right-of-ways, and spraying weeds.  The board approved purchase of four new tires for the 2002 truck and grading of shoulders on town roads.  

Mike Gengler gave report on the June meeting of the Fire Board.  Board members discussed the need for at least one member from Town of Mt. Pleasant to attend each Fire Board meeting.  Bryon Feller will attend the July meeting to be held on Thursday, July 7, at 5:15.

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Roger Brugger to approve Ordinance 6-20-2016, which states that income and expense record information provided to the assessor when the income valuation method is used for assessments is confidential and is not a matter of public record.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote. 

A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Bryon Feller to adjourn the meeting at 9:25p.m.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
