Town of Mt. Pleasant
Monthly Board Meeting Minutes
Monday, March 21, 2016

The monthly board meeting for the town of Mt. Pleasant in Green County was held on Monday, March 21, 2016, at the Monticello Village Hall.  Those members present were Chairman Mike Gengler (via teleconference) and Second Supervisor Roger Brugger.  Also present were Treasurer Marlis Silver, Clerk Joni Waelchli-Buehl, Patrolman Bob Zurfluh, Assessor Craig Galhouse, and Plan Commission member Hans Sulzer. First Supervisor Ed Riese was absent.

The meeting was called to order by Mike Gengler at 7:30 p.m.

A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Mike Gengler to approve the minutes of the February 2016 Town Board Meeting. The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Mike Gengler to approve the treasurer’s report as presented by Marlis Silver. The motion carried by unanimous voice.

A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Mike Gengler to give approval to a driveway requested by John Ruf.  The approval is to do preliminary excavation and have placement approved by Mike Fenley, building inspector for Mt. Pleasant Township. The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

The board discussed a driveway permit which had been submitted by R. and J. Gielissen.  The outcome was that a driveway was not necessary and the check included with the driveway permit request was returned to the Gielissen’s.

A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Mike Gengler to approve payment of the bills as presented by the clerk. The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Mike Gengler to table the resolution proposed in January by Wisconsin United to Amend until the April meeting.   The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

Mike Gengler presented information on the town garage project.  The Plan Commission made a decision that it was not feasible to purchase the former Monticello Ford garage at the present time, due to purchase price and the cost of renovation and the possibility of soil contamination at the site.  Construction of a new post-frame building on a purchased or donated site was discussed.  Prospective sites are the Klassy site on the north side of Monticello, which could be purchased at a cost of $19,000.00 per acre, or the Brugger site, which would be donated to the township.  The donation of the Brugger site is contingent on inclusion of a meeting room in the design of the building, to be constructed at the same time as the garage.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mike Gengler opened the meeting to public comment. Mike Rufener commented that Mt. Pleasant township should purchase land within Monticello Village limits and construct a building that could include a senior center and a meeting place for the American Legion also. 

A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Mike Gengler to approve Resolution 03-21-2016. The motion carried by unanimous voice vote

The board and Craig Galhouse, Town of Mt. Pleasant assessor, set the date and time for Board of Review.  Open book will be held Saturday, April 30, 2016, from 8:00am until noon at the Monticello Village Hall and Board of Review will be held on Tuesday, May 17, 2016, from 8:00am until 10:00am, also at the village hall. 

Joni Waelchli-Buehl gave an update on the upcoming elections.  Availability of Barnaby’s Monticello House is uncertain, as it is for sale.  The April 6th election is set to be held there, but we may need to find another site for elections in August and November.  The board discussed the possibility of increasing pay for the election officers. That discussion will be tabled until April. 

The board received a comment from a property owner that they saw items being dumped at the recycling drop-off site that were not recyclable.  They suggested that the wording on the website was not correct and that something should be done at the drop-off to curtail inappropriate dumping of waste.  The patrolmen will put up signage at the drop-off site and the website will be changed to make the information more accurate. 

Bob Zurfluh gave the patrolman’s report.  As in past years, David Disch will purchase the excess road salt from the township.  The patrolmen have been cutting brush on Fiedler Road and taking out the snow fence around the township.   They rented a hot-patcher to fill in potholes. 

Mike Gengler reported on the information he obtained from the Green County Treasurer on the cost of collecting real estate and property taxes for Mt. Pleasant Township.  The cost would be $924 per year.  Marlis Silver stated that this would dramatically change the treasurer’s job.  Interviews for the candidates for treasurer will be held in the first week of April. A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Mike Gengler to have the taxes collected by the Green County Treasurer, to change the treasurer’s salary to $2850 per year and that the new treasurer be appointed for one year. The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  

Discussion of the resolution proposed by the Green County EMS was tabled until April.


Roger Brugger gave the Fire District report.  The department is buying 36 new helmets for the firemen and is purchasing a brush truck from Monticello Ford with department funds.  The spring hog roast fundraiser will be held in May.  The Fire District will not be collecting on EMS bills until October 2016, so we will not be getting those bills.

 Roger Brugger made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:35 pm.  Mike Gengler seconded the motion and the motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
