Monthly Board Meeting Minutes
Monday, January 25, 2016

[bookmark: _GoBack]The monthly board meeting for the town of Mt. Pleasant in Green County was held on Monday, January 25, 2016, at the Monticello Village Hall.  Those members present were Chairman Mike Gengler, First Supervisor Ed Riese, and Second Supervisor Roger Brugger.  Also present were Treasurer Marlis Silver, Clerk Joni Waelchli-Buehl, and Patrolman Bob Zurfluh.

The meeting was called to order by Mike Gengler at 7:30 p.m.

A motion was made by Ed Riese and seconded by Mike Gengler to approve the minutes of the December 2015 Town Board Meeting. The motion carried by unanimous voice vote by the two board members that were present.  Roger Brugger was not present for the vote.

Mr. Tim Sage spoke on behalf of Green County United to Amend.  He presented information and proposed adoption of a resolution to disallow corporate dollars in political campaigns.  No action was taken by the Town of Mt. Pleasant board at this time.

A motion was made by Ed Riese and seconded by Roger Brugger to approve the treasurer’s report as presented by Marlis Silver. The motion carried by unanimous voice vote of all three board members.

Marlis Silver noted that there is one resident in the township who continues to be delinquent on their personal property taxes from 2014.  The resident receives a monthly bill with interest, but that does not generate a response.  A suggestion was made that a board member should make a visit to the home of the resident and work out a way to get this paid.

Marlis Silver also discussed with the board that there are outstanding delinquent Fire/ First Response bills.  One bill has been sent to collections and five are delinquent.  The township has paid the fire department for their services, but the township has not been reimbursed.

Mike Gengler gave an update on the town garage project.  Larry Fowler and C&S Design engineers were on conference call to the meeting, giving feedback and answering questions about feasibility of purchasing the Ford garage.  A motion was made by Ed Riese and seconded by Roger Brugger to table the purchase of the Ford Garage. The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.  Mike Gengler proposed to the board to have the Plan Commission resume discussion of the town garage. Ed and Roger were in favor of the proposal.

A motion was made by Ed Riese and seconded by Roger Brugger to approve the transfer of a portion of Monroe Street to the Village of Monticello if the transfer is ratified by a lawyer.
There are no current candidates for the treasurer position, which will be vacant after April 19.  Mike Gengler will place an ad in the paper to see if that will stimulate interest.

The Plan Commission has approved the change of use of a building on the Frank Goodman property on Schneeberger Road.  A motion was made by Roger Brugger and seconded by Ed Riese to approve the change of use from a home to a vacation property.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

Mike Gengler opened the meeting to public comment.  Jacob Marty gave an update on the CAFO situation in Sylvester Township.

A motion was made by Ed Riese and seconded by Roger Brugger to approve payment of the bills as presented by the clerk.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

Mike Gengler proposed the appointment of Mark Updike to the Plan Commission.  A motion was made by Ed Riese and seconded by Roger Brugger to approve the appointment. The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

There was an informational discussion of a field driveway for Deppeler woodlands which had been approved in the past.  It was the consensus of the board to take no action, because the dispute is a private one over the position of the driveway outside the approved easement.  

Bob Zurfluh gave the patrolman’s report.  Green County Highway Department did some grading.   The township rented a hot-patcher to fill in potholes.  Keith Kubly is training on trucks and other road work as it comes up.  Bridge inspections are due in 2016; we will have Green County Highway Department do those.

Roger Brugger gave the Fire District report.  The new truck has been placed on the back burner for now.  The department is sending one member to Milwaukee for training.

Joni Waelchli-Buehl will be attending Board of Review training in the Spring.

An illegal driveway on Ringhand Road has been reported by Green County Zoning.  Mike Gengler will follow-up with the residents.

The Zoning Department is having a meeting on Monday, February 8, 2016, and board members are invited to attend.

Ordinance 03-21-2011 will need to be renewed, changing the bank name to Greenwoods State Bank.

Mike Gengler made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 9:30 pm.  Roger Brugger seconded the motion and the motion carried by unanimous voice vote.
