Special Meeting of the Board of Supervisors and Plan Commission
Monday, October 17, 2016

A joint meeting of the Board of Supervisors and the Plan Commission of the Town of Mt. Pleasant in Green County was held on Monday, October 17, 2016, at the Monticello Village Hall.  Those members present were Chairman Mike Gengler, First Supervisor Bryon Feller, and Plan Commission members Jennifer Blumer, Jim Marty, Mark Updike and Hans Sulzer.  Also present were Clerk Joni Waelchli-Buehl and Treasurer Marie Bittner.  In the audience were Todd and Chris Hasse, Kim Buehl, John Waelchli, Gertrude Waelchli, Marguerite Hill, David Disch, and Robert Briggs.

The meeting was called to order by Mike Gengler at 7:05 p.m.

Mr. Hasse presented Gertrude Waelchli’s application for approval of a land division, pointing out that no change in use of the property was planned by the purchaser, Dave Disch.  The property of approximately 45 acres is currently being used as a quarry.  A motion was made by Hans Sulzer and seconded by Jim Marty to recommend that the Board of Supervisors approve the land division and transfer from Gertrude Waelchli to David Disch.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote of members of the Plan Commission.

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Mike Gengler to approve the land division and transfer from Gertrude Waelchli to David Disch.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote of the board. 

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Mike Gengler that the Board of Supervisors approve, pending inspection by the town building inspector, a driveway permit for Robert Briggs on South Monroe Street.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

A draft communication to town residents regarding town finances, the levy limit proposal, road repairs, and the termination of the garage project was reviewed by the Plan Commission and the Board, with comments provided to Mr. Gengler.  It was the consensus that subject to those comments, the letter would be in acceptable form for distribution.  Mr. Gengler said he would make the changes and distribute the revised letter by email, with any further comments to be provided at that time.  

A motion was made by Bryon Feller and seconded by Mike Gengler to approve Resolution 9-19-2016, “Just Fix It,” requested by the Wisconsin Towns Association in connection with its efforts to obtain more funds for town road repairs.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote.

The Plan Commission and the Board then reviewed a revised 2017 Budget, with an explanation of changes made since the September Plan Commission and Board meeting.  Changes to the 2016 budget that were needed because of increased expenditures in some areas were also discussed.  A motion was made by Hans Sulzer and seconded by Mark Updike to accept the proposed 2017 Budget as presented.  The motion carried by unanimous voice vote of members of the Plan Commission.  It was the consensus of the Board to accept the 2017 Budget as approved by the Plan Commission.
