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Special Meeting of the Board of Supervisors and Plan Commission
Monday, September 19, 2016

A special meeting of the Board of Supervisors and the Plan Commission of the Town of Mt. Pleasant in Green County was held on Monday, September 19, 2016, at the Monticello Village Hall.  Those members present were Chairman Mike Gengler, First Supervisor Bryon Feller, and Plan Commission members Jennifer Blumer, Jim Marty and Hans Sulzer.  Also present were Clerk Joni Waelchli-Buehl and Treasurer Marie Bittner.  

The meeting was called to order by Mike Gengler at 7:00 p.m.

As the first item of business, the Board and Plan Commission considered the advisability of requesting the town meeting in November to approve a levy limit increase for 2017.  Mr. Gengler reported on the amounts of property tax revenues retained by other towns in Green County, in response to an inquiry made at the August 30 joint meeting.  A chart had been previously distributed to Board and Plan Commission members showing this information.  The chart showed that the 2015 average local tax revenue for 15 Green County towns, excluding only the Town of Monroe, is $289,322.  The Town of Mount Pleasant, in comparison, received $141,660, or less than half of this average.  It was the consensus of the Board and Plan Commission that the Town of Mount Pleasant should seek an additional levy in 2017, which would be ongoing, of $100,000, all of which would be expended on road repair projects, and that the Town should also commit, on a best efforts basis, to continue spending $70,000 from existing revenue sources on road repair projects.  

The Board and Plan Commission next reviewed and commented on a draft budget for the town for the 2017 calendar year.  

A draft communication to town residents regarding town finances, the levy limit proposal, road repairs, and the termination of the garage project was also reviewed, with comments provided to Mr. Gengler.  

Upon motion duly made and seconded, the joint meeting was adjourned.  
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
