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Michael Gengler called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.  Mr. Gengler was present by conference telephone.  Members of the plan commission who were present in person were Bryon Feller, Mark Updike and Hans Sulzer.    

Upon motion duly made and seconded, the commission approved the minutes of the commission meeting held December 8, 2015, which had been previously distributed.  

Frank Goodman, a property owner on Schneeberger Road, then called in to the meeting to describe his application to the Green County Zoning Department for a conditional use permit to change the use of a building formerly used as a residence to use for overnight guests at his vacation rental business located on that site.  Upon motion duly made and seconded, the plan commission unanimously voted to recommend that the town board approve Mr. Goodman’s application.  Mr. Goodman then left the conference call.  

The commission then considered the inspection report prepared for the former Monticello Ford property on West North Street in the village of Monticello.  The town’s engineer, Larry Fowler, and Steve Schraufnagel and Mitchell Tromberg of C&S Design and Engineering, who had prepared the inspection report, joined the meeting by conference telephone.  Messrs. Fowler, Schraufnagel and Tromberg responded to questions from commission members and from members of the public who were present for the meeting.  Mr. Gengler advised the commission that at his personal expense he had consulted with a Madison law firm that specializes in municipal and government work, and had been advised that a municipality could participate financially and in the governance of a nonprofit corporation, should such a corporation be organized to acquire the showroom/hall portion of the Monticello Ford property.  He said that an objective of town participation in a nonprofit corporation would be to secure a place to hold meetings of town governing bodies and residents, and a place to vote.  Jim Marty advised the commission that the Green Cares Food Pantry needs more space, and might be interested in participating in acquisition of the showroom/hall part of the property.  Following this discussion, it was the consensus of the commission not to make a formal recommendation concerning the Monticello Ford property to the board of supervisors, but to await further developments.  

There were no other questions related to land divisions or interpretations of ordinances administered by the plan commission.  

The commission voted to adjourn at 8:30 p.m.
