Michael Gengler called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Mr. Gengler was present by conference telephone.  Members of the plan commission who were present in person were Bryon Feller and Mark Updike.  Also present was Roger Brugger, a town board member, Bob Zurfluh, town patrolman, and Jerry Klassy, a former town board member and owner of a possible site for a new town garage.  

Upon motion duly made and seconded, the commission approved the minutes of the commission meeting held February 8, 2016, which had been previously distributed.  

Mr. Gengler reported that Jerry Klassy was offering to sell the possible garage site that he owns on County C east of the village for $19,000 per acre.  Mr. Klassy said that the price per acre would be prorated if the town purchased more than one acre but less than two.  

Mr. Brugger then told the commission that his family would donate a site for the new garage at their farm on County F only if the town approved the construction of both a garage and meeting room at the same time.  

The commission then reviewed further design selections for a new garage.  Those selections together with others made at the February 8 commission meeting are included in a table enclosed with these minutes.   

There were no other questions related to land divisions or interpretations of ordinances administered by the plan commission.  

The commission voted to adjourn at 7:20 p.m.
